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Buttermere, Cumbria. Trees lining the shore of this 
alluring and tranquil lake are exquisitely reflected, with 

surrounding fells of Fleetwith Pike and Haystacks.Digi
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Fairy Pools, Isle of Skye. A stream descending from the 
jagged Black Cuillin mountains cascades over a series of 

dramatic waterfalls, plunging into crystal-clear pools.Digi
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Birling Gap, East Sussex. The South Downs meet the sea 
at these magnificent chalk cliffs. A striking pebbly  

beach and sandy foreshore lies at the foot.
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The Chilterns, Buckinghamshire. The beech woodland, 
maintained here over centuries, allows bluebells to 

flourish in spring, into a carpet of vibrant blue flowers.
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La Corbière, Jersey. Tidepools near jagged rocks, 
on Jersey’s south-west tip, are exposed at low tide.               

The lighthouse, built in 1874, is set on a rocky island.

Rydal Water, Cumbria. A pretty lake surrounded by 
forested slopes and shapely fells, with several wooded 

islands, inspired the poetry of Wordsworth and Coleridge.
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Richmond Park, London. This area of ancient woods, 
rolling hills and open grasslands is the largest of  

London’s Royal Parks and a National Nature Reserve.
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Ribblehead, Yorkshire Dales. The 24-arch viaduct makes 
a dramatic sweep across wild, unspoilt moorland, carrying 

the Settle to Carlisle Railway over the River Ribble.
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Padley Gorge, Derbyshire. Abandoned gritstone millstones 
lie in this wooded gorge of predominately oak, previously 

coppiced to make charcoal for iron furnaces.
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Glen Affric, Highland.  Snowy peaks above Glen Affric are 
lit up by the sun on a winter’s day. The River Affric flows 

into Loch Affric below Loch Beinn a’ Mheadhoin.
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
